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[image: image1.wmf]What is the Academic Center of Excellence (ACE)? The Academic Center of Excellence is designed to bridge the gap between underserved populations and access to training, education, knowledge and resources.  In collaboration with Bridges Community Economic Development Corporation and Glory Christian Fellowship International, ACE is an educational program which equips students for college and beyond.  Over the past 5 years, ACE has assisted over 1,000 students in their pursuit of higher education and successful careers.
What does ACE Offer?  ACE offers individualized instruction in all subjects for students in grades K-12.  Tutorial assistance is provided in the areas of reading comprehension, vocabulary, spelling, writing, grammar, math and sciences.  Additionally, ACE offers a variety of academic support workshops and one-on-one counseling opportunities which prepare students for college, standardized exams and successful life planning.  Workshops will include Individual Academic Planning, SAT/ACT Prep, CAHSEE and the California State Testing.

How often are workshops held?  Our workshops are held on Tuesdays, 6:00 p.m. - 8:00 p.m.  We also offer field trips and Saturday workshops as scheduled.  We do not hold workshops on holidays.
Who should participate in ACE?  There are three ways to participate in ACE: 1) as a student in grades K-12; 2) as a resource for parents and guardians; 3) as a community volunteer.
How many students actually go on to college from this program?  100% of the high school seniors that have completed the program have gone on to an institution of higher learning.

How much is the assessment / academic series fee?  Although our services are FREE to the public there is a $25.00 registration fee.  It is our desire to provide all interested students an avenue for excellence.
Do students need transportation to the program?  Yes.  It is the parents’ responsibility to transport their youth to ACE.  Please be aware that all sessions begin and end on time and it is important for parents to drop their children off and pick them up on time.  Early drop-offs are discouraged because ACE does not provide supervision before the program begins.

Does ACE offer homework assistance or tutoring?  ACE offers tutoring and homework assistance throughout the school year.  Tutorial services are offered Monday – Thursday, 3:30p.m.  -  5:30p.m.
